Theme 2 What does Pupil Participation look like?

Activity 2(a) Matching Headings and Definitions

Purpose To provide an overview of policy and structures for supporting 
participation in Wales by carrying out a fun activity. This is 
a particularly useful icebreaker to use as an introduction 
to a session, helping people get to know each other. 
The Powerpoint provides a useful follow-up to consolidate 
the learning from the activity.

Resources Matching Headings and Definitions.

Powerpoint slides 9-14. The Powerpoint provides an overview 
of ‘The Participation Story’ depicting the structures that are 
in place to support Pupil Participation in schools in Wales.

The UNCRC in Wales: Shows links between WAG policies and 
the UNCRC.

WAG Policy and Structures for Supporting Participation: 
Provides an overview for participants to take away with them. 

Preparation Photocopy Matching Headings and Definitions onto card 
and cut up.

Timings 20 - 25 minutes.

Participants Participants work as a group and then in pairs.
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Outline of Activity Give each participant either a HEADING or a DEFINITION card. 
Ask participants to move around an open space and try to 
find their partner. There are 24 cards altogether. Adjust the 
number of cards to match the number of participants. You can 
duplicate some cards if your group is greater than 24. In case of 
an odd number you can join in yourself. 

Once the partners have found one another they can work 
together for the next activity. Ask each partner to share their 
heading and definition with the group. 

Show Powerpoint slides 9-14 to explain how Pupil Participation 
and the UNCRC fit in with WAG policy.

Handouts Participants may want an overview of policies to take away 
with them.

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Handout for Activity 2(a) The UNCRC in Wales

The UN Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC) ensures that the rights of children 
are upheld throughout the world. Drawn up by member states of the UN in 1989 and ratified 
by the UK in December 1991, it contains 54 articles, 41 about rights of children and 13 about 
its implementation. The Convention came into force in the UK in January 1992.

The rights listed in the Convention cover a number of areas to help children to develop and thrive 
in a healthy way. These rights are:

•	 Universal - The same for everyone regardless of race, gender, religion, background, etc

•	 Indivisible - They are equally important and interdependent

•	 Inalienable - All human beings have rights and they cannot be taken away.

They are also unconditional - You do not have to behave in a certain way or qualify for them. 
You get them by simply being alive!  By accepting rights for yourself you are also accepting them 
for everyone else and should not behave in a way that prevents others from enjoying their rights.

The rights in the UNCRC are important to make sure that children and young people:

1)	are safe and are protected

2)	are not discriminated against

3)	have their best interests protected

4)	have the things that the need (e.g. help and support) to survive and develop

5)	have a say when decisions are being made that will affect them

In 2002 the Welsh Assembly Government reiterated its commitment to children’s rights by setting 
out Seven Core Aims for children and young people. These core aims summarise the UNCRC and 
should underpin the working practice of any service or organisation working with children and 
young people in Wales.
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The Welsh Assembly Government adopted the UNCRC in January 2004 as the basis of all its 
policies for children and young people and so is required to ensure the realisation of children and 
young people’s rights as defined in the UNCRC articles. A proposed ‘Rights of Children and Young 
Person’s (Wales) Measure’ is currently being developed in DCELLS.

Mae Confensiwn y Cenhedloedd Unedig ar Hawliau’r Plentyn (CCUHP) yn sicrhau y caiff 
hawliau plant eu parchu drwy’r byd.Wedi ei lunio gan aelod-wladwriaethau’r CU yn 1989 a’i 
gadarnhau gan y DU ym mis Rhagfyr 1991, mae’n cynnwys 54 erthygl, 41 am hawliau plant 
ac 13 am ei weithrediad. Daeth y Confensiwn i rym yn y DU ym mis Ionawr 1992.

Mae’r hawliau a restrir yn y Confensiwn yn cynnwys nifer o feysydd i helpu plant i ddatblygu 
a ffynnu mewn ffordd iach. Mae’r hawliau yn:

•	 Cyffredinol - Yr un peth i bawb, ni waeth beth fo’u hil, rhyw, crefydd, gwleidyddiaeth ayb

•	 Anwahanadwy - Maent yr un mor bwysig ac yn ddibynnol ar ei gilydd

•	 Anhrosglwyddadwy - Mae gan bawb hawliau dynol ac ni ellir eu cymryd oddi arnoch

Maent hefyd yn ddiamod - nid oes rhaid ichi ymddwyn mewn ffordd benodol neu gymhwyso i’w 
derbyn. Mae bod yn fyw yn ddigon! Drwy dderbyn hawliau i chi’ch hun, rydych hefyd yn eu derbyn 
ar gyfer pawb arall ac ni ddylech ymddwyn mewn ffordd sy’n atal eraill rhag mwynhau eu hawliau.

Mae’r hawliau yn y Confensiwn yn bwysig er mwyn sicrhau bod plant a phobl ifanc:

1)	yn ddiogel ac yn cael eu hamddiffyn

2)	heb orfod dioddef gwahaniaethu yn eu herbyn

3)	yn siwr y bydd eu buddiannau yn cael eu gwarchod

4)	yn cael yr hyn sydd ei angen arnynt (ee cymorth a chefnogaeth) i oroesi a datblygu

5)	yn cael lleisio eu barn ynghylch penderfyniadau a fydd yn effeithio arnynt.

Yn 2002 ailadroddodd Llywodraeth Cynulliad Cymru ei hymrwymiad i hawliau plant drwy 
osod Saith Nod Craidd i blant a phobl ifanc. Y mae’r saith nod craidd hyn yn crynhoi CCUHP, 
ac fe ddylent fod yn sail i arferion gwaith unrhyw wasanaeth neu sefydliad sy’n gweithio gyda 
phlant a phobl ifanc yng Nghymru.
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Mabwysiadodd Lywodraeth Cynulliad Cymru y CCUHP ym mis Ionawr 2004 fel sail i’w holl 
bolisïau ar gyfer plant a phobl ifainc ac felly mae angen iddi sicrhau ei bod yn barod i weithredu 
hawliau plant a phobl ifanc fel y’u diffinnir yn erthyglau’r CCUHP. Mae gwaith i ddatblygu 
Mesur arfaethedig ‘Hawliau Plant a Phobl Ifanc (Cymru)’ ar y gweill yn APADGOS ar hyn o bryd.

•	 UNCRC; The United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child is an international agreement 
that protects the human rights of children under the age of 18. The Welsh Assembly Government 
has shown its commitment to the convention by adopting it as the basis for policy making 
for children and young people 0-25 in Wales; for more details visit www.letsgetitright.co.uk. 
See also the Handout ‘The UNCRC in Wales’.and the Powerpoint presentation on the UNCRC.

•	 Children’s Commissioner: a publicly funded post with responsibility for protecting children’s rights 
as set out in the Convention on the Rights of the Child. Peter Clarke was the 1st Commissioner in 
Wales, from the introduction of the post in 2001 until his death in 2007.The interview process was 
notable for including children as panelists alongside adults. Keith Towler became Wales’ second 
Children’s Commissioner on 1 March 2008. www.childcom.org.uk

•	 Funky Dragon: the Children and Young People’s Assembly for Wales: it is a peer-led 
organisation which provides opportunities for young people up to the age of 25 to have their 
voices heard on issues that affect them. It works closely with the Welsh Assembly Government 
and youth fora run by unitary authorities, enabling it to influence decision making at different 
political levels. www.funkydragon.org

•	 The National Children and Young People’s Participation Standards: launched in January 
2007, the seven standards are based on the core principles of participation and approved by 
young people. They provide a means for assessing participatory practice.

•	 Children and Young People’s Partnerships: plan and deliver local services for children and 
young people from 0-19 years. The plans identify desired outcomes and priorities for children 
and young people under each of the Welsh Assembly Government’s seven core aims which 
are based on the UNCRC. See the Handout ‘The UNCRC in Wales’

•	 Youth Forum: each local authority in Wales has a Youth Forum to enable 11 - 25 year olds 
to have their voices heard on issues that affect them such as housing, community safety, health.

•	 School Council Regulations (2005) - every primary, secondary and special school in Wales must 
have a school council. Schools must: 

•	 Hold at least six school council meetings a year. Ideally these should be evenly spread out so 
that a meeting is held at least once every half term.

•	 Make sure that all members of the school council are registered pupils of the school.

•	 Make arrangements for elections to the school council to take place through secret ballot.

•	 Make arrangements so that all year groups can be represented on the school council. 
(This does not have to apply to special schools).

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•	 Ensure that pupils in Special Needs Resource Bases in mainstream schools can be represented 
on the school council.

•	 Ensure that any matter referred to the headteacher or the governing body by the school 
council receives a response.

•	 Make sure that all school councils meetings are supervised by an adult.

•	 Associate Pupil Governors; in secondary schools the school council can nominate two of their 
members from Years 11, 12 or 13 to be Associate Pupil Governors (APGs). The school governing 
body must accept these nominations. APGs are the voice of the school council at governing 
body meetings and in turn communicate matters from the governing body to the school council.

•	 National Behaviour and Attendance Review (NBAR); an example of a major WAG review 
of policy in schools that involved children and young people giving their views.

•	 14-19 LearningPathways: WAG expectation that learners are consulted when local area 
curricula are developed.

•	 School Effectiveness Framework (SEF): an example of a major WAG education policy that 
promotes pupil participation.

•	 Estyn: a requirement to ‘listen to learners’ during school inspections. Key message: increasingly 
policy, structures and practice are changing to ensure the full participation of children and 
young people.

Resources The Participative School Overview.

Preparation Print out a copy of The Participative School Overview for 
each participant.

Timings 30 minutes.

Participants Participants work in groups of four.

Outline of Activity Give out copies of The Participative School Overview to each 
participant. Give them a chance to look at it for a few minutes. 

Group participants into groups of four. Ask them to discuss 
each of the main headings on the map:

•	 Learning and Teaching

•	 Whole School Participation

•	 Wider Community Links

•	 Governing Body

•	 Staff Awareness and Training

Where do they think the schools they are familiar with are at in 
terms of these headings?

Ask each group to report back on ONE of the headings to the 
whole group.
